I am writing to personally invite you to consider sponsoring one of our engaged couples of the parish sometime in the future.  We are very blessed to be able to offer an extraordinary marriage preparation program, “Preparing to Live in Love,” that is parish-based and has delighted and often thrilled both the engaged couples and the married mentors involved  It is a simple, personal approach that is uniquely positive, practical, and most of all, profoundly helpful.  It has also proven to be a wonderful source of enthusiasm in our parish community.
At this point, I simply want to encourage you to experience a taste of the program by attending the component for married couples, “Living in Love,” a mini, romance retreat workshop that will be held at the parish center (insert weekend date).  No commitment to mentor the engaged is necessary up front.  It is a great gift from the church and a treat for the two of you.  Whether or not you decide to go on to become a mentor, you will be grateful for this special time together as husband and wife.  

The Living in Love weekend is open to all couples and is designed to celebrate the fun and delight of being a man and a woman in love and help couples get back in touch with what they first fell in love with about each other as well as free them to be more in love in the present.  Couples like yourselves will facilitate the weekend and serve a lovely romantic dinner.  Although there is much fun and laughter, it is also powerfully inspirational and uniquely energizing.  Most couples say that by Sunday afternoon they experience feeling freer to love and more ambitious for their marriage than they ever dreamed possible.  The experience can be positively life changing.  “Living in Love” also seems to have special appeal to men who find it refreshingly positive, proactive, liberating, and affirming.

It is my hope that once you have experienced “Living in Love” you will consider sponsoring an engaged couple as they prepare for marriage through “Preparing to Live in Love.”  This ministry is especially suited to young couples with children since the engaged couple comes to your home for each of their sessions.  Not only is there no need for babysitters, but you are free to set the times and dates that are most convenient for you and your couple.  It is a wonderful way to welcome the engaged into our community and to form special friendships.

If you like “Living in Love,” you will then have an opportunity to sign up to be trained to facilitate “Preparing to Live in Love.”  The training is simply a walk through the course that you would in turn work through with an engaged couple.  Many couples have said that while the retreat renewed their romance, the follow up training course brought even more joy into their marriage through the opportunity to learn practical life skills. 

I urge you not to pass up this opportunity to experience “Living in Love;” whether or not you decide to go on to become a mentor.
